Whatare the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?

1°) A substantial increase in new asset impairment charges or a shortfall in the level of previously recorded
asset impairment charges in respect of Banque Palatine’s loan and receivables portfolio could have
significant adverse effect on its results of operations and financial condition: Any significant increase in
charges forloan losses ora significant change in the estimate of the risk of loss inherent in Banque Palatine’s
portfolio of non-impaired loans, as wellas the occurrence of loan losses in excess of the charges recorded with
respect thereto, could have a significant adverse effecton Banque Palatine’s results of operations and financial
condition. For example, as of 31 December 2020, the annual cost of risk came to €100.3 million in 2020, up
€51.3 million fromits2019level.

2°) Banque Palatine needs imperatively to maintain a permanent access to liquidity sources or funding that
may be reduced for exogenous reasons: If Banque Palatine or Groupe BPCE were unable to access their
fundingsources atnormal conditions, or if anunexpected outflow of cash or collateral happens, Banque Palatine
liquidity would be materially negatively affected. Exogenous unforeseen events could also significantly
adversely affect Banque Palatine’s liquidity: in case ofa downgrading of Banque Palatine credit rating, a sharp
increase in Banque Palatine credit spread, a market disruption, operational issues on Banque Palatine side,
Groupe BPCE side ora third party side, thisaccessto liquidity can be significantly limited and could generate
materialadverse impact on Banque Palatine financial position, results and ability to meet its obligations to its
counterparties and its paymentobligations to the Noteholders.

3°) Significant interest rate changes could adversely affect Banque Palatine’s net banking income or
profitability: Changes in market interest rates could affect the interest rates charged on interest-earning a ssets
differently thanthe interest rates paid on interest-bearing liabilities. Any adverse change in the yield curve could
cause adecline in netinterest income from lending activities. Inaddition, increasesin the interestrates at which
short-term funding is available and maturity mismatches may adversely affect the profitability of the bank.
4°) Any interruption or failure of Banque Palatine’s information systems, or those of third parties, could
result in significant business losses and other losses: Any malfunction in Banque Palatine information
systems, or in the information system of third parties linked to Banque Palatine, may generate losses (in
particular commercial losses) due to the disruption of its operations andthe possibility that its customers may
turn to other financial institutions during and/or after any such interruptions or failures.

5°) Banque Palatine’s profitability and business outlook could be materially adversely affected by
reputational andlegal risk: Banque Palatine’s reputation is essential in attracting and retaining its customers.
The use of inappropriate means to promote and market its products and services, inadequate management of
potential conflicts of interest, legal and regulatory requirements, ethical issues, money laundering laws,
information security policies and sales and trading practices may damage Banque Palatine’s reputation. Its
reputation could also be harmed by any inappropriate employee behavior, fraud or misappropriation of funds
committed by participants in thefinancial sector towhich Banque Palatineis exposed, any decrease, restatement
or correction of the financial results, or any legal or regulatory action that has a potentially unfavorable outcome.
Any damage caused to Banque Palatine’s reputation would probably be accompanied by a loss of business
likely to threaten its results and its financial position. Inadequate management of these issues could also give
rise to additional legalrisk for Banque Palatine and cause an increase in the number of legal proceedings and
the amount of damages claimed against Banque Palatine, or expose Bangue Palatine to sanctions from the
regulatoryauthorities.

6°) Unforeseen events (such as the sanitary crisis related to the Covid-19) may cause an interruption of
Bangue Palatine’s operations and causesubstantial 10sses as well asadditional costs: Unforeseen events like
severe natural disasters, pandemics, terrorist attacks or other states of emergency can lead to an abrupt
interruptionof operations of entities in Banque Palatine, and, to the extent not partially or entirely covered by
insurance, can cause substantial losses. In particular, the sanitaty measures (lockdown, curfew,...) concerning
the entire population in France and around the world has caused a sharp contraction of the economy in 2020
following the development of the sanitary crisis related to Covid-19. This economic and sanitary context
weighed heavily on the cost of risk of Banque Palatine: € 100.3 million in 2020 compared to € 49 million in
2019.

7°) Risks related to the structure of Groupe BPCE and the guarantee and solidarity mechanism: As an entity
of the Groupe BPCE, Banque Palatine is part of the financial solidarity mechanism. This mechanism insures,
forthe entities of Groupe BPCE and even for some entities in which Groupe BPCEholds n o economic interest,
a liquidity and solvency guarantee provided by BPCE. This concerns the Caisses d’Epargne and the Banques
Populaires,aswellasthe other members of theaffiliated group that are credit institutions subjectto regulation
in France. The affiliated group includes BPCE affiliates suchas Natixis, Crédit Foncier de France and Bangue




Palatine. The benefits of the financial solidarity mechanism may not outweigh its costs for Banque Pa latine.
Should any other entity of the BPCE Groupe need the support of the guarantee and solidarity mechanism, it
implies that Banque Palatine will have much more difficulty to finance itself from the Groupe BPCE and that
could have a significant adverse impact on Banque Palatine's liquidity, financial position and results. In
addition, as a participant of the guarantee and solidarity mechanism of Groupe BPCE, Banque Palatine could
be required to provide, through the guarantee andsolidarity mechanism, financial supportto that other entity of
the Groupe BPCEand as a result could haveits financial positionand results materially negatively impacted.

8°) Banque Palatine is subjectto significant requlation in Franceand in several other countries; regulatory
actions and changes in these regulations could materially adversely affect Banque Palatine’s business and
results: A variety of supervisory and regulatory regimes apply to Banque Palatineeven in jurisdictionsin which
it doesnot operate. Thisis due to the fact that it belongs to a wider group, Groupe BPCE, which is present in
various countries aroundthe world. Forexample, Banque Palatineis subjectto Volker Rule dueto the fact that
some BPCE’s entity have activities in the USA. Non-compliance could lead to significant intervention by
regulatory authorities and fines, public reprimand, damage to reputation, enforced suspension of operations or,
in extreme cases, withdrawal of authorisation to operate. The financial services industry has experienced
increased scrutiny from a variety of regulators in recent years, aswellasan increase in the penalties and fines
sought by regulatory authorities, a trend that may beaccelerated in the currentfinancial context. The businesses
and earnings of Banque Palatine can be materially adversely affected by the policies and actions of various
regulatoryauthorities of France, other European Union or foreign governments and international organisations.

divalore precedentementeregistrato dell’attivita nel portafoglio crediti di Banque Palatine potrebbero avere
un effetto negativo significativo il risultato operativo e la sua situazione finanziaria: qualsiasi aumento
significativo di gli oneri per perdite su prestiti o una modifica significativa della stima del rischio di perdita
inerente al portafoglio di prestiti non deteriorati di Banque Palatine, nonché il verificarsi di perdite su prestiti
in eccesso rispetto agli oneri rilevati al riguardo, potrebbero avere un negativo effetto sui risultati delle
operazioni e condizioni finanziarie di Banque Palatine.

Cio riguarda le Caisses d'Epargne
e le Banques Populaires, nonché gli altri membri del gruppo affiliato che sono istituti di credito soggetti a
regolamentazione in Francia. Il gruppo affiliato comprende affiliate BPCE come Natixis, Crédit Foncier de
France e Banque Palatine. | vantaggi del meccanismodisolidarieta finanziaria potrebbero non superare i costi
per Banque Palatine. Qualora qualsiasi altra entita del Gruppo BPCE avesse bisogno del supporto del
meccanismo digaranzia e solidarieta, cio implica che Banque Palatineavra molte piu difficolta a finanziarsi dal
Gruppo BPCE e che potrebbe avere un impatto negativo significativo sulla liquidita, posizione finanziaria di
Banque Palatine e risultati.
